Salmon River Booster Club Scholarship Guidelines
1.   A scholarship derived from booster club funds shall be awarded annually.  This amount will be                  stated in article 14 of these guidelines, and shall be determined each year by examining available                funds prior to committee selection.
2.   The scholarship award will be granted without regard to race, color, creed, sex,                                            or marital status.

3.   Recipient must be a citizen of the United States of America.

4.   Recipient must be a prospective graduate of Salmon River High School.

5.   Recipient must have a cumulative grade point average of not less than 2.5 GPA.

6.   The recipient of the scholarship will enroll in some form of higher education.

7.   The recipient must have been active during his or her high school career in one                                             or more sports, or any extra-curricular activity for at least 2 years.

8.   The scholarship should be based on athletic endeavors, extra-curricular                                                         activities, desire, determination and good sportsmanship rather than emphasis                                                on athletic ability.

9.   The Scholarship Committee will be established each year at the April SR                                                       Booster Meeting to consist of the following members: One SR Booster Officer,                                            Two SR Booster Members, One SR Booster Business Member, One School                                                 Dist. # 243 Board Member, and SRHS Athletic Director as a non- voting                                                      member.

10.  If a member of the scholarship committee is related to an applicant, he /she                                                   will absent themselves from the committee and abstain from voting.

11.  The scholarship committee shall meet annually in April and read thru each                                                    applicant’s completed application carefully for consideration.

12.  The scholarship recipient shall be chosen through silent majority vote from the                                               scholarship committee.

13.  The results of scholarship committee will be reported to the SR Booster Club at                                            the May meeting. The recipient shall be awarded the scholarship in May on the                                            Senior Awards Night of the respective year. Presenting Award will consist of                                               the chosen SR Booster Officers.

14.  The Scholarship funds will be a total of $1,600 divided into three parts and awarded as                                 follows:   I.  Booster Gold Scholarship, $800.  II.  Booster Silver scholarship, $500.  III.  Booster                Bronze scholarship, $300.  The Gold and Silver shall be paid in two equal installments annually at              1st and 2nd semester/midway, and the Bronze shall be paid at the 1st semester in one installment, all              contingent upon proof of enrollment into some form of higher education.
        The preferred method of payment is a check to be written directly to the scholarship recipient.

15.  The scholarship expires within 18 months from date of SRHS Graduation if not accessed.
